Guidance Notes for Completing the Form

The form is designed to enable Teachers and other Education Professionals to share information and contribute to the risk assessment for the Initial Child Protection Conference.

The contribution to the risk assessment is based upon the Warwickshire Risk Assessment Model that has been in use in the county since 2003.

Completing the form:

Page 1

· This is where you provide basic information about the child protection conference: who you are and details as far as you are able, of the children and family composition.
Page 2

· Some more details about the child(ren)’s household and circle, followed by information about the case: your cause for concern, relevant historical information you wish to contribute and whether you know of other Education professionals involved in the case.

Page 3

· This is the actual risk analysis which will enable you to contribute to the overall assessment of risk that all those attending the conference will make.

· With reference to the 3 domains of the Assessment Framework, set out what you see as the risk factors which are present for this child(ren) and the protective factors. You will find some definitions at the bottom of page 3.

· You are free to include anything you consider important but focusing in particular on the child(ren)’s educational and social development will be your unique contribution to the overall risk analysis.

Page 4

· Try and highlight the factors you consider to be most significant in terms of reducing or increasing the probability of future harm to the child(ren) and your reasons for thinking this.

· Outline what you think needs to change for the child(ren) to be kept safe and healthy.

· On the basis of this risk analysis, give your view on whether the child(ren) require a Child Protection Plan.

And Finally…..

· Say what you think should be the School’s or other Education Professional’s contribution to the Outline Child Protection Plan.

It may be that on hearing all the information, the conference decides the children’s needs can be met without their needing to be a child protection plan. In this case, the things you believe need to be in place to help and support the child and their family may be managed in a different way e.g. through a child in need plan.    
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
